The SEND Trustee: The Trust has a SEND Trustee who can be contacted through the school. They are
responsible for monitoring the school’s SEND Provision through regular contact with central team
and school staff.
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We gather information from
parents/carers, from teachers, from
pupils, and from other agencies such as
medical professionals or therapists.

We use various standardised
assessments to monitor your child’s
progress in school.

We use the 7C’s assessment and
intervention toolkit to help us set
targets for your child.

We observe children and use our
professional knowledge and
experience to see what support they
might need.

We reter children to other agencies for
further assessment where needed, in
consultation with parents/carers.
