Tips for reading

· Look at the front cover first – the title and picture - What is it going to be about?
· Look through the book at the pictures and talk about what’s happening.
· Read the book to the reader first.
· Point to the words being read.
· Talk about what’s happening – Ask questions - Who is this? What did they do? How did she feel? What would you do? Why did she do that? Etc.
· Predict what could happen next.
· Gently correct pronunciation by rereading the sentence and then asking them to repeat it.
· If they look tired stop.
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
